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“The two major ideologies or systems that are examined are liberalism/ parliamentary
democracy on one side and Marxism/bolshevism on the other. After the war, they did show
some sings of outgrowing their limitations and these are noted. But they proved to be false
signs, highlighting the need for a more suitable formulation of principles and practices

which might inspire a new renaissance.”
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“The Russian Revolution was from the very beginning in a basic sence self-contradictory. It
was not a revolution of the type, visualised in the orthodx marxist-communist scheme of revolution.
It was not a dictatorship of the proletariat the brought about the subversion ot the senile Russian
state. Instead. It was a bourgeois-democratic revolution, Achieved through the joint efforts of all

exploited classes of the Russian people.”
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“What is involved is the development of network of people’s committees which will not
only organise opposition to the existent unjist order but which will gradually assume the

responsibility of running the local unit of the government.”

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“The cultural atmosphere of democracy would have to be one of cosmopolitan humanism in
which the scientific spirit of enquiry, personal integrity. commitment to universal human rights,

spontaneous cooperative and tolerance of differences would characterize human behaviour, an
atmosphere in which scientific knowlegde would have to be made available to all, and this knowledge

would have to be employed to the purpose of individual happiness.”
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“Unfortunately, while civilised man is always potentially capable of recognising what is
historically necessary and desibrable and therefore of rationally following that logic and of thereby
freeing himself form fatalistic determiantion, the influnces of the past and of our irranational are

always srtong, at times overwhelmingly. so.”
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
